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Euro-Mediterranean Training School

Introduction to Entrepreneurship

At the very basis of a training school such as the Euro-Mediterranean School lies the idea that investing in education is the first condition for establishing long-lasting relationships in the cultural, as well as the political and economic fields. Based upon this assumption, different forms of business and commercial partnerships can arise, in accordance with the short and medium range objectives of both private and public institutions involved.

Based on this knowledge, the Fondazione per la  Sussidiarietà has constituted the Euro-Mediterranean Training School, within which the “Introduction to Entrepreneurship”  course will take place.

Program Objectives

The “Introduction to Entrepreneurship” course is meant to train young managers who are poised to start entrepreneurial initiatives involving the two sides of the Mediterranean Sea. 

At the end of the program the participants will have increased their knowledge as regards:  

· The business, political and legal framework in which South-European and North-African countries trade and conduct business;

· The areas of collaboration for small and medium-size enterprises on both sides of the Mediterranean Sea;

· The Italian Business System and Industrial Clusters;

· Financial tools supporting entrepreneurial projects within the MEDA Region;

· The ability to analyse and write a business plan;

· The importance of activities such as Tourism and Logistics;

· Intercultural issues.

Each participant will also have the opportunity to carry out an internship with a company involved in business relations within the North Mediterranean Region or to carry out a market analysis concerning his/her own country under the supervision of a member of the Course’s Faculty.

Prospective Participants

The numerus clausus program is designed for postgraduates coming from non-European Countries of the Mediterranean Region, who preferably have already had a first professional experience.

The Partner Institutions offer grants covering expenses.

Eligibility requirements include:

· Academic degree in any discipline;

· Fluency in English;
· Motivation to focus future activities within Italy and the South Mediterranean Region.

Language

The program will be held in English.

Location

Venice International University - San Servolo, Venice (10 min. by boat from St Mark’s Place).

Housing

The School offers places in halls of residence, located close to San Servolo Island.

Structure

1) The program includes 6 weeks of class contact from May 15th, 2006:

· 8-hour classes for 28 days, totaling 224 hrs;

· 2 day-long visits to companies and industrial clusters.

2) At the end of the class period, the participants will have the opportunity to take part in a 6- to 8-week internship with a company selected by the Chambers of Commerce involved in the project, or to conduct a market analysis regarding their own country.

Curriculum

The scientific coordinator of this program is ALTIS, Postgraduate School of Business & Society, an international research and education center of the Università Cattolica del Sacro Cuore in Milan.

The course subjects are categorized under 4 themes:

· Economics and Business (The Economy of the Mediterranean Region’s Countries and their relations with EU and Italy, Tourism Economics, The Italian Business System and Industrial Clusters);

· Law (Elements of International Law with references to commercial law, company law, contract law International Trade and Taxation);

· Management (The Banking System, Financial Intermediation, Venture Capital and Development Issues, The “Euromed” Partnership Fund, Entrepreneurial Culture and Dynamics, Business Plan Writing and Analysis, Internationalisation and Marketing Strategies, Distribution and Logistics);

· Policy and Culture (Cross-Cultural Management and Issues).
